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                    Suggestions for your Visit to Temple Square 
 

• The historical tours of Temple Square meet at the South Gate booth as assigned for each 
tour company.  This tour lasts approximately 30-40 minutes. Or can be customized to the 
need of the group. 

 
• Conference Center Tours leave from Door 15 of the Conference Center every few minutes.  

This tour lasts approximately 30 minutes. 
 

• Tours through the Beehive House, Brigham Young’s home, are given every 10-15 minutes 
and last approximately 20 minutes. 

 
• The Museum of Church History and Art is located directly west and across the street from 

the Tabernacle.  Wonderful exhibits. 
 

• The North and South Visitors Centers have excellent self-activated exhibits.   You can spend 
as much or as little time as you like in both Centers. 

 
• Three outstanding films are shown: 

 
o Legacy - A 53 minute film showing the westward trek of the early Pioneers to the Salt 

Lake Valley.  The film begins at 10:30 A.M. and is shown every 1½ hours, the last 
showing is 7:30 PM. (Theater 5 North Visitors Center) 

 
o The Testaments of One Fold and One Shepherd  - A 65-minute film on the Savior: His 

Ministry, Crucifixion, Resurrection and Visits to the people in the old world and the 
Americas.  Film is shown every 1½ hours starting 10:30 AM until 7:30 PM. (Theater 
4 North Visitors Center)  

 
o First Vision  - A 17 minute film depicting the events preceding the Prophet Joseph 

Smith’s first vision and the restoration of the gospel of Jesus Christ.  The film is 
shown on demand. (North Visitors Center) 

 
o Joseph Smith Prophet of the Restoration - A film about the life and legacy of Joseph 

Smith, founding prophet of The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints, is being 
shown in the Legacy Theater of the Joseph Smith Memorial Building. Film is shown 
every 1½ hours starting 10:30 AM until 7:30 PM. 

 
• Most Thursday evenings from approximately 8:00 PM until 9:30 PM the Mormon 

Tabernacle choir has open rehearsal.  Visitors are welcome. 
 
• Tabernacle Choir Broadcasts Music and the Spoken Word are held each Sunday morning 

9:30 AM to 10:00 AM.   Must be in seats by 9:15 AM 
 
• Tours are also available at the Humanitarian Center and Welfare Square by appointment. 

 
• Family Search helps are available at the Family History Library and the Joseph Smith 

Memorial Building.
